Each Two-Step takes one meas.

In reality the rhythm is 7/8, but for purposes of dance description, it is being
written as a slow 2/4.

INTRODUCTION  Facing ctr. Hands make tiny fwd circles, and these arm
movements keep time with the beat (QQS); dance starts with the singing.

BASIC STEP
Moving CCW, one Two-Step starting R.

One Two-Step starting L.
Facing ctr, step R twd ctr (ct 1); step L in place (ct &); step R next to L(ct 2).
Wt on R, stamp L slightly fwd three times without wt.

Step L across in front of R and swing arms down and slightly bkwd (ct 1); bend L
knee (ct &); step R to R and bring arms up to orig pos (ct 2&).

Repeat meas 5.
Step L across in front of R (ct 1); step R in place (ct &); step L next to R (ct 2).
Wt on L, stamp R slightly fwd three times without wt.
